Woodside RV Park 

Rules and Regulations

Updated Feb 2019




The management of the park has established the following rules and regulations, which apply to all residents and guests. These rules have been developed and will be enforced as a means to maintain this park as an attractive, desirable place to live. Your cooperation in observing them will be greatly appreciated. Violation of these rules and regulations constitutes cause for eviction. These rules and regulation may be changed from time to time without the consent of residents upon proper notice.

Owner shall be represented by its Resident Manager vested with all the legal rights and authority to enforce the rules and regulations on behalf of the owner.

Provisions of the Park Rules shall not be in conflict with the Mobile Home Residency Law or Codes of California. 

Purpose:

The rules of the Woodside RV Park are designed to conform to the requirements of the STATE and CITY laws and regulations and to also provide a clean safe place for RV Tenants to live. 

Rule I. Scope

MOBILE HOMES and RV’S ARE REQUIRED TO COMPLY WITH ALL STATE LAWS AND CODES as outlined by California Code of Regulations title 25, MH Residency law, and Recreational Vehicle Law. 
Rule II. Safety

1. All RV’s must be self-contained, currently licensed and registered.  RV’s are expected to have proof of inspection by American National Standard Institute (ANSI). 

2. The speed limit is 5 MPH inside the Trailer Park. This rule will be strictly enforced.
3. All RV’s must back into spaces. 

4. Only one RV per space.  RV may not exceed occupancy design limit. 

5. No amperage adapters may be used; only one power cord and no extension cords to our electrical receptacle. The RV's wheels and hitches must remain intact and transportable so as not to impede the immediate transport of the unit in case of emergency.  Recreational vehicles must remain readily mobile. Nothing may be attached to a recreational vehicle or placed in a manner that would prevent or hinder the immediate removal of the recreational vehicle. Long Term RV Tenants who have items that cannot be adequately stored must have those items removed from the Trailer Park and stored off site.
6.  State code mandates no extensions cords can be plugged into the Park electrical receptacle; one power cord (not to exceed 35 feet in length) from the RV to our receptacle is all that is allowed.  State code further mandates that no electrical cord adapters may be used at any time.  If you have a 50 amp power cord, you must plug into a 50 amp receptacle; 30 amp cords to a 30 amp receptacle.  The power cord cannot be rated lower than the load for the unit.  No outdoor appliances are allowed. 

7. CHILDREN (defined as an individual less than 12 years of age) must be supervised at all times by parent or guardian who is liable for all damages to the property of other guests or property of the park. 

8. SKATEBOARDING is prohibited in the Park.  Bicycles may be ridden on roadways only.  Bicycles are not allowed on sidewalks or walkways. 

9. PETS are welcome; however, their owners must supervise them at all times.  Pets must be on a leach at all times. Owners are responsible for removing feces immediately.  Dogs should not dig or destroy any property. The Park reserves the right to deny the keeping of any pet if the Park deems the pet to be a problem, such as the need to call the police, Humane Society or management issuing legal notices.

10. PETS must be approved by the management.  The following breeds are prohibited:  Chow, Mastiff, Doberman, Pit Bull, Pit Bull mix, Prensa, Canario, Rottweiler, Wolf Hybrid, Wolf Dog, and Akita.  Said breeds are referred to collectively herein as prohibited breeds A $1.00 per/day per/pet fee may be applied at the discretion of the management. A Pet Fine may be applied at the discretion of the management if you are seen not picking up after your pet.  Pets must be properly vaccinated for rabies and licensed with Animal Control. Pet must be removed if 3 or more complaints are made about the pet. 
11. PETS ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE SHOWERS EVER. The only exception to this rule will be for Certified Service Animals and then will only be permitted in the ADA Approved Shower with written permission of the management.
12. PROPANE:   All propane tanks must be stored inside the RV as provided by the manufacturer; a maximum of three (3) propane tanks are allowed per space; they must be stored at back of space in a tip proof storage container; no storage of any propane tanks under the RV including the area under a 5th wheel hitch; all propane tanks must be properly secured.  No propane tank may be placed in the path of any RV.  

Rule III. Rent

1. RENT is due on the 1st day of every month. 
2. There is a $25.00 late fee for monthly RV rental payments that are more than 5 days past due.  This rule is enforced at all times. 

3. CHECK OUT time is noon 

4. RENT: All payments for rental of space are due in advance; renewal of space is due at noon on 1st day of the month and must be paid when due.  Late payment of rents may result in termination of occupancy.   Please come to the office if you wish to extend your stay beyond your reservation as your space may not be available!  Weekly and monthly rents are non-refundable for early departure. 
5. The rental rates are for the person owning the recreational vehicle and one guest.  RV Space/lot rental cannot be transferred to anyone else and there is no subletting.  RV’s cannot be sold on the space.  Guest must register prior to staying in the Park 

6. Monthly tenants: You will be billed for the actual electric you use by the Trailer Park
7. UTILITIES: The tenant pays all other utilities to the subscribing Utility Company. 

8. The Space and its premises shall be used only for private residential purposes.  No business or commercial activity of any nature will be conducted thereon. 

9. Automatic monthly Credit Card Payments can be set up at the office with a sign pre-authorization form. See Management for details. 

10. There is a $25.00 fee for returned checks for any reason 






Rule IV. Space Maintenance

1. MAINTENANCE OF SPACE:  Tenant must keep their spaces in a clean, neat well kept and attractive condition. Space includes but is not limited to yards, driveways, gutters in front of home site, all landscaping and other things on home site. Paved surfaces must be kept in good repair, clean and free of oil or other chemicals.  No alteration of the space is allowed; no fencing of any kind, decking, landscaping, etc. without written permission from Management.   Cleanliness of the Park is important to us.  Nothing is to be stored under or outside the RV except outdoor equipment, such as patio-type furniture, grills, coolers (no appliances of any kind outside).  
2. TRASH & RECYCLING: All refuse is to be placed in the appropriate trash or recycling dumpster located in the fenced area provided.  No trash is to be stored on the space.  No combustibles are to be stored under the RV or on the space at any time. 
3. SKIRTING & LANDSCAPING: Complete skirting and landscaping are required for Long Term RV’s within 60days of occupancy, and must be approved by the management in writing. 

4. TARPS: No Tarps of any kind are allowed to cover any Long Term RV’s
5. AUTOMOBILES:  All vehicles shall be current on Insurance, Registration and must be in Running Condition. No more than (2) two vehicles per rental unit, and only as space permits.  All cars must be parked inside the white lines on the roadway, and inside lot line markers.  Any vehicle parked in a vacant site will be charged for the space at the daily overnight rate.  If parked in a posted "no parking" area, without prior permission of the Park, car will be towed away at owner's expense, in accordance with Section 22658 of the California Vehicle Code.  Vehicle repair and maintenance is prohibited in the Park at all times.  Exception:  Emergency repairs, i.e., flat tire or dead battery. Off Road Motorcycles, motor scooters, mini bikes and other two or three wheel-motorized vehicles are not allowed in the Trailer Park without written permission from the Management of the Trailer Park.  Tenants, if approved, are required to sign a written agreement outlining the operation of the Motorcycle, etc. 

6. STORAGE: Long Term RV tenants may have 1 (one) storage shed or cabinet to store furniture, trashcans, tools, etc., if they receive written permission from the Management of the Trailer Park.  Permanent small storage sheds will require a small written plan with a sketch and a $100.00 deposit prior to receiving approval from the Trailer Park Management.  If you move and the shed is removed from the property, the deposit is fully refundable, but with no interest. 

7. NO CAR WASHING:  No car or trailer washing is allowed in the park without written approval from the management. 
Rule V. Guests
1. GUESTS if staying overnight must be approved by the management. A resident must accompany Guest at all times and is responsible for their guests conduct.

2. For UNAPPROVED GUESTS there will be a fee of $5.00 per day/per guest charge automatically charge to your account. A permitted guest who stays for more than 14 days in a calendar year will be charged $5 dollars per day. You must have written approval from the management for any overnight guests. All Visiting Guests must depart no later than quiet time as permitted by the park.
3. GUESTS are the responsibility of the registered occupant.  Please make certain your guests are aware of the Park rules and abide by them.  Due to limited parking facilities, guests must park outside the park if not able to park in your space.  Common facilities of the park (restroom/showers) may NOT be used by guests. 

4. Residents who wish to have other persons reside in their homes during their limited absence must obtain written permission for the management in advance.

Rule VI. Miscellaneous

1. QUIET HOURS: 10 PM to 8 AM.  Please, be considerate of others with TV, radio, and stereo 

2. CONDUCT: Disturbing noises are not permitted at any time.  Loud talking, radio, stereo and/or television playing and other noise audible outside a living unit shall cease between hours of 10 PM. to 8 AM. Actions by any person of any nature, which may be dangerous or may create a health and safety problem or disturb others, are not permitted.  This includes, but is not limited to, any unusual, disturbing or excessive noise, intoxication, quarreling, threatening, fighting, illegal conduct, profanity, or rude, boisterous, objectionable or abusive language or conduct.  Persons under the influence of alcohol or any other substances shall not be permitted in any area of the park, which is general open to Residents and guests. Children must always be under the supervision of a responsible adult. Persons shall not encroach or trespass on any Resident’s space.
3. SEWERS: Please do not put grease and large disposable items like diapers, tampons, paper towels, washrags etc. down the toilet. It tends to clog the sewer.  

4. WOOD BURNING is only allowed in provided fire rings. 

5. CLOTHESLINES:  No clotheslines of any kind at any time. 

6. COMPLAINTS:  All complaints must be submitted in writing regarding rule violations or other issues which need to be addressed by management. 

7. LAWS:  All public laws and ordinances shall be obeyed within the Park.  

8. RESPONSIBILITY:  Registered guests who use the Park facilities do so at their own risk.  Registered occupants are responsible for any damages caused by them, their pets or their guests to the park’s property during their stay including damages, repairs, and clean up.
Rule VII. Right of Entry and Inspection

1. The Management shall have the right, Pursuant to California Civil Code, to enter upon the land which a mobile home is situated for maintenance of utilities, for maintenance of the premises in accordance with these rules and regulations, and/or for protection of the park, and may enter a mobile home in case of an emergency or abandonment.
Rule VIII. Acknowledgement 

1. The above Rules and Regulations, and all separate Rules and Regulations whether published or posted in park facilities, are by this reference incorporated in the rental/lease agreement.  Likewise, the violation of any term, condition or other provision of the lease or rental agreement applicable to anyone’s tenancy or residency in the park is prohibited under these rules and regulations.

2. No violation of any term, condition, or other provision of the lease or rental agreement will be permitted at any time by any tenant, resident, guest, or any other person to whom these rules and regulations apply.  Any such violation is grounds for injunctive relief under Mobile home Residency Law.

3. The undersigned homeowner hereby acknowledges receipt of a copy of these Rules and Regulations.

4. Payment of rent for the month next following receipt of a copy of these Rules and Regulations shall constitute such acknowledgement just as if the homeowner had signed below.

I/we hereby acknowledge the receipt of Woodside RV Park and Campground’s Parks Rules and Regulation as set forth by the management.
